The
following funds have been made available by CICM.

CICM Relief Scholarship

50,000 baht/person - four (4) scholarships available

30,000 baht/person - seven (7) scholarships available

10,000 baht/person — thirty seven (37) scholarships available

The college may change the amount of funds as appropriate.

Requirement of applicants

1. Currently enrolled students in Bachelor degree programs at Chulabhorn
International College of Medicine and have registered for at least 2 semesters.

2. Directly affected by the coronavirus 2019 pandemic (COVID-19) including:
being hospitalized for Covid-19, having infected members of family, or directly affected by the
resulting economic crisis.

3. Demonstrated good behavior without history of prior discipline as stated in
the university regulations and having complied with the university’s protocol in preventing the
spread of Coronavirus 2019 (COVID-19)

Required documents for registration

All documents must be typed.
2. The following documents to verify applicant’s impact from Coronavirus 2019

(COVID-19) outbreak such as:
2.1 Medical certificate (in the event that you or your family members

have been infected by Covid-19)
2.2 Proof of self-quarantine per Department of Health Guidelines



2.3 Verification of suspension or unemployment (in the case that you
work and study at the same time or of that from your parents)
2.4 Verification of family debt
2.5 Certified letters from faculty advisors
2.6 Other evidence (documents) proving that you have been affected
by Covid-19
3. A copy of your national citizen card and/or passport
