Regulations and Conditions

1. The recipient will be exempted from tuition fees for the 1% Semester until

completion of degree requirements.

The recipients who violate the contract of agreement® e.g. withdrawing from study,

or failure to meet for progress meetings with the scholarship committee are required

to pay in full, the amount of tuition accrued* which is calculated per the academic

semester/year since enrollment (semesters where scholarship was utilized) until time

of departure from the University.

The recipients must accrue a minimum of 70 volunteer hours per academic year and

must show évidence. Details can be obtained from the Office of Student Affairs

regarding what activities are deemed acceptable.




4. The recipients must submit grades for each semester to the scholarship committee
within the deadline announced by the Office of International Affairs. Academic
achievement (GPA) should be of no less than 3.25 for Master’s degree and no less
than 3.50 for Doctoral degrees.

5. The recipients, who study in the master’s programs, are required to have at least 1
national or international thesis publication that must be published in the database
of TCI-1 /ISl /Scopus upon completion. For the recipients, who study in the doctoral
level, all are required to have at least 1 international thesis publication that must be
published in the database of ISI /Scopus. Please be noted that recipients studying in
both masters and doctoral programs are required to specify the grant support to be
from “Chulabhorn International College of Medicine, Thammasat University” in your
thesis when sent for publication.

6. The recipients must sign the contract of agreement.

7. The recipients acknowledge and agree that the scholarship shall end in following
scenarios:

7.1 When the scholarship period ends as deemed by the number of years to
graduate as outlined by the Office of Academic Affairs.

7.2 When the recipients indicate his/her intention for the scholarship to end. Letter
must be formally submitted to the scholarship committee for approval.

7.3 When the scholarship committee revokes scholarship funds secondary to failure
to comply due to the recipients do not comply with the regulations as stated in 2-5.
7.4 Upon resolution by the scholarship committee as previously stated (including
failure to abide by ethical guidelines of Thammasat University).

7.5 In the event where the Scholarship ends according to clause 7.2, 7.3, 7.4 the
recipients must return the entire amount that he/she received to the college.*
