2. Applicants’ Qualifications
2.1 Master of Science Program in Dermatology (Intemational Program)
The qualifications of applicants must be in accordance with rules and regulations of Thammasat

University for Graduate Studies, 2562 B.E. (Items 22-23) as follows.



2.1.1 Applicant must hold a Doctor of Medicine degree from either domestic or
abroad university which is approved by the University Council.

2.1.2 A cumulative grade point must not be lower than 2.75.

2.1.3 Thai applicant must have a medical license (2 years of experience) and have
successfully practiced as an intern at least 1 year prior to the application date.

2.1.4 General qualifications must be approved by the program’s committee.

2.1.5 Foreign applicants’ qualifications must be accordant with criteria no 2.1.1, 2.1.2,

and 2.1.4

2.2 Doctor of Philosophy Program in Dermatology (International Program)
2.2.1 For graduates holding Master’s degree (1.1 and 2.1)
Applicant must hold a Master of Science in Dermatology or equivalent to science
related field or in the fields that are approved by the University Council with GPA no less than 3.00.
2.2.2 For graduates holding Bachelor’s degree (1.2 and 2.2)
Applicant must hold a Doctor of Medicine degree from the university or institutions
that are approved by the University Council with GPA no less than 3.50.
2.2.3 Thai applicant must have a medical license for at least 1 year and have
successfully practiced as an intern for at least 1 year prior to the application date.
2.2.4 Applicants from prior criteria must have one of English proficiency scores (TU-
GET/ TOEFL/ IELTS) in accordance to the university’s announcement for international program admission.
The English proficiency scores must not exceed 2 years counting from the date of the English test and
the admission date.
2.2.5 Foreign students must pass the aforementioned qualification and the
scholarship committee.
2.2.6 Other qualifications must be in accordance to Thammasat University’s regulation
regarding graduate studies, 2561 B.E.
2.2.7 For applicants who are currently studying in the Master of Science (Plan A2)) in
Clinical Dermatology at Chulabhorn International College of Medicine, Thammasat University (Plan 2.2);
1) Must hold the Doctor of Medicine degree from the university or institutions
approved by the University Council with GPA score of at least 3.50.
2) Currently studying in the Master of Science (Plan A(2)) in Clinical Dermatology
at Chulabhom International College of Medicine, Thammasat University, and have registered at least 24
credits.
3) Received approval from the program’s committee or program’s lecturers.

If the candidate is proved to be disqualified of any qualification above, they will be deprived of an
education in the Master of Science and Doctor of Philosophy Programs in Dermatology (International

Program) regardless whether they can pass the admission examination.

12. Conditions for Newly Registered Students

1. Al successful candidates must register as new students in accordance with the
registrar’s regulations within 14 days counted from the first date of new semester. Those who cannot do
this process must be given permission by the registrar and must complete the process before the end of
the first semester.

Successful candidates with the degree from overseas countries must present the degree
qualification documentation on the date of new student registration. Those who cannot present this
evidence, they are allowed to submit before the end of the first semester.

2. Registered students cannot change their academic programs unless proven that they
have necessarily applicable reasons proposed to the college authorized persons. In
addition, the program change can be considered once the request is approved by the program’s
committee, and the study duration are prone to be counted since the student enrolled in the first semester
or from the date of being registered student in the former program.

3. Registered students who are found disqualified or who have been using any untrue
documents on the process of registration, the registrar has the rights to deny the registration of those
students with an approval from the rector. If disqualification is found after graduation, given degree can be

forfeited under rector’s request to the university council.

1. Examinees must present the official National Identification card or Passport with photograph and clearly

readable 13-digit identification number only; the identification card or Passport must be valid and

unexpired.
2. Do not bring any paper, electronic devices such as calculator, smart watch or any stationary with

calculation formula into the examination room. Only pencil, pen, eraser and plain ruler are allowed.

3. Examinees are not allowed to enter the examination room after the examination started 15 minutes.
4. Examinees must not open the exam question paper until told to do so by the invigilator.

5. Any request during the exam please raise your hand to the invigilator,

6. Please keep quiet when being in the exam room and nearby place.

7. I there is any corruption or cheat, the admission committee will notify on the answer paper and exam

score will not be considered.
8. The invigilator will notify before the examination finishes 5 minutes.

9. Please raise your hand when you consider submitting the answer paper. You are not allowed to submit

the answer sheet by yourself.

10. Examinees must follow the instruction of each subject such as writing a seat humber, name and

surname, subject, exam location, by pen.

11. Do not separate answer paper (please see the instruction) and write your answer by blue pen or black

pen only.

12. Examinees must wear appropriate clothing, such as student uniform or formal dress. Remember

sleeveless cloth, sandal or jeans are not allowed.
