Thammasat University is currently accepting applications for the Doctor of Medicine (In-
ternational Program) at Chulabhorn International College of Medicine (CICM) for the academic
year 2026 under Round: Inter Portfolio 2. Details are as follows:

1. Location of Study

The preclinical years (Years 1-3) of the Doctor of Medicine (International Program) are

conducted at CICM, Thammasat University (Rangsit Campus), while the clinical years (Years 4-6)

are held at Rayong Hospital, Rayong Province.

2. Number of Acceptance

Program Round Inter Portfolio 2

Doctor of Medicine (International Program) 8 students

Remark

1. Thai applicants only are required to register in the TCAS 69 system.

2. Applicants must not hold a confirmed admission status at any higher education
institution through the centralized system of the Council of University Presidents of
Thailand (TCAS). In addition, applicants must not have previously confirmed admis-
sion to a Doctor of Medicine program at any public university or autonomous public
institution in any previous admission rounds. This includes cases where the applicant
had confirmed their right and later withdrew it.

3. In the event that the number of admitted applicants in Round: Inter Portfolio 2
does not meet the specified quota, additional applications may be opened in sub-

sequent rounds until the required number is fulfilled.



3. Applicants’ Qualifications
3.1 General Qualifications

3.1.1 Applicants must demonstrate responsibility, thoughtfulness, and honesty throughout
the application process, including portfolio submission, meeting test score requirements, attending
interviews, and completing the health check-up.

3.1.2 Applicants with Thai nationality must meet the requirements specified by
government agencies after graduation, including entering into unilateral contracts or
open-ended agreements in accordance with government regulations and university policies.
Failure to comply with these agreements may result in fines and/or penalties.

3.1.3 International applicants (non-Thai) must acknowledge that they may not be
allowed to apply for a medical license or pursue postgraduate medical training in Thailand
unless permission is individually granted by the Thai Medical Council.

3.1.4 International applicants are required to hold a valid passport from their country of
origin, with a validity of at least six months beyond the last day of the application period. A visa
for entry into the Kingdom of Thailand must be obtained in accordance with Immigration Bureau

regulations, either before the specified interview date or prior to the commencement of studies.

Thammasat University determines an applicant's nationality based on the
information provided at the time of application, which will apply throughout the entire
duration of the Doctor of Medicine (International Program). The University reserves the right
to prohibit any changes to the applicant’s nationality during the selection process or the

course of study, under any circumstances.

3.2. Specific Requirements
3.2.1 Applicants must be under 28 years old (age counted until 31" August 2026)
3.2.2 Education
1) Applicants must have completed or be currently enrolled in Mathayom 6 or an
equivalent program, and must be expected to graduate in the current academic year from a
program approved by the Ministry of Education. OR
2) Applicants must have completed their studies at a domestic or overseas
international school, or be currently enrolled and expected to graduate in the current academic
year, either in Grade 12 (American education system) or Year 13 (British education system).
3) Applicants' transcripts must include examination results in the following

subjects: 1) Biology, 2) Chemistry, and 3) Mathematics or Physics.
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4) Applicants presenting a High School Certificate Equivalency must submit all

required documents and comply with the equivalency criteria set by the Ministry of Education
and the guidelines issued by Thammasat University (2564 B.E. Topic no. 4).

Applicants with a General Educational Development (GED) certificate are not accepted.

3.3 English Language Skills and Standard Knowledge
3.3.1 Applicants are required to submit one of the following English proficiency test results:
(1) IELTS (International English Language Testing System), Academic or UKVI type,
with a score of at least 6.5. Note: IELTS with One Skill Retake is not accepted.
(2) TOEFL Internet-based test (iBT) with a score of at least 79.
(3) TU-GET: paper-based test score of at least 550 or computer-based test score of
at least 79.
* English proficiency test scores must be no more than two years old at the time of
the application deadline.
3.3.2 The University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT)
Only UCAT scores from the 2025 testing cycle will be considered.
Successful candidates may be required to complete preparatory courses prior to
the start of the new semester (further details will be provided by the Academic Services

Division).

3.4 Specific Characteristics of Eligible Candidates

The specific characteristics required of candidates to meet study requirements are based
on three main ideals: (1) do no harm to patients, (2) do no harm to candidates in the Doctor of
Medicine program, and (3) do not cause obstruction to study, work, or professional operations.
Therefore, candidates must possess the following characteristics:

3.4.1 Candidates must be eligible to work in government or other official institutions after
completing their studies. Thai nationals are required to sign either a one-sided binding contract or
an open contract with the government, in accordance with the regulations and conditions set by
both the government and the university.

3.4.2 Have good physical health, free from any diseases, medical conditions, or disabilities
that may interfere with study, work, or professional practice, such as:

1) Severe psychological disorders that may pose a risk to the individual or others,
such as psychotic disorders, mood disorders, personality disorders (e.g., antisocial
personality disorder or borderline personality disorder), or any other psychological

conditions that could interfere with study, work, or professional practice.
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2) Contagious diseases that may pose a risk to the individual or to patients, or
permanent disabilities that could interfere with study, work, or professional
practice.

3) Non-contagious diseases or medical conditions that may interfere with study or
pose a risk to the individual, patients, or professional practice.

4) Physical disabilities that may interfere with study, work, or professional practice.
5) Bilateral hearing loss with an average hearing threshold of over 40 decibels at
frequencies between 500-2,000 hertz, and a speech discrimination score below 70,
due to sensorineural hearing loss, which may interfere with study, work, or
professional practice.

6) Abnormal vision, as assessed by a medical committee, that may interfere with
study, work, or professional practice-specifically, visual acuity in the better eye
less than 6/12 (or 20/40) even with corrective lenses.

7) Other diseases or disabilities that, in the opinion of the medical evaluation
committee, may interfere with study, work, or professional practice.

For health conditions outlined in Section 3.4.2, the admission committee will

make the final decision. The committee’s conclusion shall be considered final.

4. Admission Process/Selection Criteria
The admission process and criteria are determined by the Selection Committee of the Doctor of

Medicine (International Program).

Round: Inter Portfolio 2

4.1 The University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT)

Only UCAT scores from the 2025 testing cycle will be considered.

4.2 A portfolio of no more than 10 A4 pages (no cover, preface, or table of
contents required). All content must be typed in English using an appropri-
ate font and font size, and must follow the specified format below:

Page 1: Profile (Personal Information / Self-Introduction / Statement of Purpose)
Page 2: Educational Background starting from secondary school (or its equivalent).
(For applicants who are currently enrolled, an official letter from the school must
be submitted to confirm the applicant’s current enrollment status).

Page 3: Academic Transcripts covering 4-6 semesters /or proof of graduation.
Page 4: English Language Proficiency Test Report

Page 5: UCAT (University Clinical Aptitude Test) Score Report

Page 6: Special Knowledge, Skills, and Professions



Page 7: Academic Activities, Research Projects, and Competitions
Page 8: Activities on Morality and Ethics; Nurturing and Promoting Arts, Culture,
and Society
Page 9: Sports and Health Promotion Activities or Other Activities That Improve
Social Skills
Page 10: Awards, Certificates, and Other Activities
The portfolio must be submitted in PDF format, with all documents combined
into a single file. Portfolios must be sent via email to med.inter.cicm@gmail.com
between 30 March and 3 April 2026.
Note: The portfolio is a crucial component of the admission process. Applicants
are therefore strongly encouraged to submit it to Chulabhorn International College of

Medicine before the application deadline.

4.3 Medical Examination (Applicable only to applicants who are selected and
eligible for enrollment) The medical examination report must be submitted on
the day of signing the student contract for enrollment in the Doctor of Medicine

program.

4.4 Interview
Interview — Evaluation of the applicant’s attitude and occupational suitability.

* The interview will be conducted in English.

In the event that a candidate is later found to have failed to meet any of the stated
requirements or to have submitted false or misleading information whether intentional or
unintentional they will be disqualified from enrollment in the Doctor of Medicine

(International Program), regardless of whether they have already passed the admission.

5. Conditions for Candidates of the Doctor of Medicine (International Program)

Each candidate may apply to only one program. Program selection must be based on
the specific eligibility requirements. Once a candidate confirms their decision to enroll in a
program, they cannot apply in the next admission round unless they officially withdraw from the
current admission offer. The withdrawal (waiver) process must be completed online through the
Council of University Presidents of Thailand (CUPT) website within the specified timeframe. Please
note that a candidate may withdraw and reapply only once. Any waiver submitted outside the

official timeframe will not be accepted.
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5.1 Candidates must not be enrolled in a Doctor of Medicine program at any other
institution at the time of application, unless they have officially withdrawn before 10 April 2026.
5.2 Itis the candidate’s responsibility to ensure compliance with all eligibility requirements stated
in the admission announcement. Should the university determine at any point that a candidate does
not meet these requirements, enrollment will be denied.

Please note: no refunds will be issued under any circumstances.

6. Application
6.1 Round: Inter Portfolio 2

Applications are open from 30 March to 3 April 2026, between 09:00 AM and
11:59 PM, through the online application system at www.cicm.tu.ac.th

Applicants must also submit a portfolio in PDF format, as a single file, with a
maximum of 10 pages (A4 size). No cover page, introduction, or table of contents is required.
The portfolio must be written in English, using an appropriate font style and size. Please send the
PDF file to email: med.inter.cicn@gmail.com. Submission is open from 30 March to 3 April 2026

and must be completed before 11:59 PM on the application deadline.

6.2 Application Process
6.2.1 Please carefully review the information in this announcement for your own
benefit.
6.2.2 Candidates are required to register and save their information via the online

admission system at www.cicm.tu.ac.th within the specified date and time. Please

save your admission information independently and carefully check all
provided information for your own benefit.

6.2.3 Candidates must print out their online application form and verify that all
information is correct. They should bring the form as evidence when paying the
application fee. If any information is later found to be incorrect, candidates will be
required to return to the system and make the necessary corrections. The
university will use the information submitted via the INTRANET as the primary
source of the candidates' data. (Candidates must also print out their application
form to present as evidence on the inspection day).

6.2.4 After completing the online application form, candidates must pay the 2,000
THB application fee through a Thai mobile banking app by scanning the QR code

generated by the system. After making the payment, candidates must save and

upload the payment slip to the system. All steps must be completed within 30

minutes.

6.2.5 Candidates can check their admission status and payment status
3 days after have completing the payment (excluding the day of payment,
Saturday, Sunday, and official holidays) at www.cicm.tu.ac.th by selecting

the ‘check status’ menu and enter their password.

6.2.6 If applicants wish to cancel the selection of a program and apply
for a new one, they can do so through the online system only by
following these steps:

1) Cancel the selected program.

2) Reapply for a new program according to the application process.

3) Cancellation of the previous registered program or register for a

new program must be completed within the last day of application.

6.2.7 In case of cancellation of application form in the online system after
payment has already been made, the information on the application form
will no longer have any effect due to the cancellation of application in
the online system. Information from the cancelled application form will
not be used in any inspection or in preparing the test location. Therefore,
before completing the payment, please verify that the application form has

not been cancelled and the information on the admission form is correct.

8. Required Documents for Application

8.1 Portfolio

8.2 The University Clinical Aptitude Test (UCAT) score for the year 2025 only

8.3 Educational qualifications and academic transcripts as specified in the applicant
eligibility criteria. For applicants who are currently studying, a school certificate
indicating enrollment in Mathayom 6 (Grade 12 or Year 13) and expected
graduation in the current academic year must be provided.

8.4 High school academic record or equivalent (transcript)

8.5 National ID card or passport

8.6 English language proficiency certificate (one of the specified tests)

Applicants must present the original documents along with signed certified

copies for items 8.2-8.6 on the date of signing the medical student enrollment contract.

9. Application Fee
Applicants are required to pay a non-refundable application fee of 2,000 Baht, in
addition to any applicable bank service charges. Payment must be completed within the

specified date and time as announced

10. Health Examination

Applicants may download the Medical and Chest X-ray Examination Report Form
from the official website at www.cicm.tu.ac.th by navigating to Admission > Undergraduate
Programs, then selecting the specific program they are applying to. The form must be brought to
a government or private hospital for a physical examination and chest X-ray. The attending
physician is required to complete the form, sign it, and affix the hospital’s official stamp.

Only candidates who are offered admission are required to submit the completed medical

and chest X-ray report on the day of sighing the student enrollment agreement.
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11. Interview Format - Multiple Mini Interview (MMI)
The interview for applicants in the Inter Portfolio Round 2 will be conducted in the Multi-
ple Mini Interview (MMI) format and is scheduled for 10 April 2026.

12. Student Registration

12.1 Conditions for Eligibility to Register as a Student

Applicants eligible for student registration must meet the following conditions:

1) Thai nationals must confirm their offer of admission through the official system
managed by the Council of University Presidents of Thailand (CUPT).

2) Applicants must meet the general qualifications and not possess any
disqualifying characteristics as specified in the Thammasat University Regulations on
Undergraduate Studies B.E. 2568 (2025).

3) Student registration must comply with the Thammasat University Regulations on
Undergraduate Studies B.E. 2568 (2025).

If Thammasat University later discovers that an admitted applicant does not meet
the specified qualifications, the university reserves the right to invalidate the admission.
In such cases, no refund will be issued under any circumstances.
